HARDWARE ADDENDUM

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HARDWARE ADDENDUM

This addendum shall hereby be made apart of the PW Construction, Inc. “PWCI” standard Subcontract Agreement,
or Purchase Order. The purpose of this agreement is to assure the supplier/subcontractor shall be able to fully
invoice for all materials, as contracted.

Therefore:

Supplier/Subcontractor “SS” agrees to deliver, to a container as supplied by “SS”. With a key provided to “PWCI”,
at the project location, or as directed by “PWCI”.

Upon delivery of 100% of the purchased, contracted and specified materials, then a 3™ party will be contracted to
audit all materials, to assure that all hardware, doors and frames are delivered, and verified in storage. It will be the
“SS” responsibility to layout all materials in an organized manner for the audit to occur.

Cost of the audit shall be paid for by “PWCI”, if all materials are verified in the storage container. If all materials are
not, then cost of this audit will be borne by “SS”.

Only upon verification of the audit, will “SS” be allowed to invoice. Materials will be paid to “SS” by “PWCI” with no
retention held, as long as the audit verifies all materials are present. Additionally, invoices from the hardware
manufacturers will be required, prior to payment.

RULES OF CONDUCT

(THIS MUST BE SIGNED WHERE INDICATED)
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Rules of Conduct for Subcontractors

Each subcontractor, when performing work on District property, shall adhere to the following
rules of conduct:

1. Professional and courteous conduct is expected and will be displayed at all times.

2. Interaction with students, staff, and/or other visitors is prohibited with the exception of
designated administrators.

3. The use of profanity and/or disparaging language will not be tolerated.

4. All subcontractors shall remain in the immediate vicinity of their work and will not stray to
other areas of the property that do not involve their company’s scope of work. All restroom
facilities, including student and staff, are not to be utilized by subcontractor.

5. The District is a drug-free workplace; this policy will be strictly enforced.
6. Alcoholic beverages are prohibited from being consumed or brought on any District property.
7. The use of tobacco products on District property is strictly prohibited.

8. Any lewd, obscene or otherwise indecent acts, words, or behavior by any subcontractor shall
not be tolerated.

9. All subcontractors shall conform to a dress code whereby:

a. No clothing that contains violent, suggestive, derogatory, obscene, or racially based
material may be worn. The District will make this interpretation.

b. Garments, accessories or personal grooming items with slogans, graphics, or pictures
promoting drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or any other controlled substances that are
prohibited to minors will not be allowed.

c. Tank top/mid-riff shirts and shorts of any kind are not allowed on District property.

10. All subcontractors are responsible for their own means of communication including, but not
limited to, telephone, cell phone fax machine. At no time are the District’'s communication
systems to be utilized.

11. All subcontractors’ personal vehicles, as well as work vehicles and equipment, are the
responsibility of the individual and/or company. Any damage that occurs to vehicles and/or
equipment while on District property is not the responsibility of the District and therefore, any
said claims for damages will not be acknowledged.

Non-compliance with any of the above-stated rules of conduct by any subcontractor may be
sufficient grounds for immediate removal from the jobsite and termination of the contract.
